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It’s clean and tailored, with punches of color. “It’s not
froufrou,” says Jill, a former clothing designer. “Dressing
a space is similar to pulling together an outfit. You want

to coordinate but not match.”

“We manufacture our own line of furniture with tightly
fitted slipcovers. They’re comfortable, durable, and beach-
appropriate, but in a sleeker package,” Jill says. The
designers complement their upholstery with metal and
wood pieces. “A good mix keeps a space unpredictable

and creates a look you’ll never tire of,” Suzanne says.
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Suzanne and Jill believe that all lighting, from oversize
chandeliers to small sconces, can have a dramatic effect.
Waterleaf carries its own line of lamp shades and pendants.
“We'll customize the pattern, shape, and size of our

lighting to suit any space,” Suzanne says.

The designers suggest arranging groups of like pieces
together. “We select art that reflects beach living, such

as maps, marine charts, and coral prints,” Jill says.
